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The National Communication Association supports the inclusion of communication education as 

a graduation requirement from the nation’s secondary schools and stresses the importance of using 

appropriately trained teachers to teach communication education.  

The National Communication Association will develop communication education resources and a 

strategy to promote these resources including curriculum development and implementation.
